This pole should become an international leader in research covering various aspects of this field, and in particular:

A full-time (or two part-time) position(s) of professor is (are) also available in the Mechanics Department at Ecole Polytechnique.

In this context, applications for a top-level scientific leader, who will become head of LMS are invited. The candidate will elaborate and impulse a new scientific policy for the laboratory. As a priority, he/she will:
. put into action the pole of Mechanics of Materials and Structures, which should integrate existing research potential and themes of the LMS as well as a new and innovative personnal research theme of the candidate.

. contribute to a transverse pole "mechanics at disciplinary interfaces" set up by prof. Emmanuel de Langre within the Department of Mecanics, specially devoted to the development of bio-mechanics. 

The selected candidate should take up his/her post by lastest on 1/01/2010 (end of interim of the present head of the LMS). The new scientific project for the lab, after discussion with the permanent staff, will be presented for validation at CNRS, Ecole Polytechnique and Ecole des Mines at the biennal evaluation, in 2011.
